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Letter from the Chair  
 
I hope that you have all noticed the re-launched website is now even more up to 

date, with news, results & schedules available and regularly updated. We have Liz 

Green, a self employed website manager, to thank for that. We made the decision 

that the costs were fully justified to ensure that this club, now one of the biggest in 

the area, is seen to be run in a moderate, professional manner to anyone who is 

interested in joining us and more importantly to keep members fully updated. It 

does require a huge amount of work for several members of the committee and I'm 

sure that you would all like me to pass on your thanks to them all. 

Entries for the winter league were good with a very welcome upturn in the number 

of music tests being ridden. The costs of running music classes continues to escalate 

with a license fee of £150 to meet plus (for the affiliated shows) the need to pay 

prize money at every level not just to the overall winner whilst we continue to run 

them as individual qualifiers. This is the reason some venues & clubs have stopped 

running them. If we ran them as a "pick a test" then we could pay just one lot of 

prize money but riders wouldn't be able to qualify for the regional finals- so we are 

currently faced with running music classes at a massive loss unless we can find 

sponsors- I know times are tough for everyone but if we wish to continue to run 

these classes (especially at Affiliated level) then we really need your help to find 

sponsorship.  

 The next competition is the Club Winter Championship with Championship classes 

on the day which are open to anyone who has qualified- and it's not too late as any 

member who qualifies on the day in the warm up classes will get to ride in the 

Championship. There is a Championship at every level whereas there are league 

Trophies for all of those who scored the highest cumulative points in each Class. The 

entire League points trophy winners will be invited to take part in a Championship 

ride off on the day of the Championship with the winner receiving the title of 

Supreme Champion & winning another trophy! Please come and watch this exciting 

ride off of our Champions. Details of who has qualified for the  Championship classes 

and the League Supreme ride off are contained in this newsletter & on the website 

We also have more details of The Unaffiliated Freestyle to Music Dressage 

Championships being run by Manor Farm EC Huntingdon in conjunction with Equine 

Affairs and East Anglian Rider Magazine. Now that the two qualifiers have been 

completed we have 5 riders, all club members, who have qualified for the finals who 

will all be notified shortly. The finals will be held at Manor Farm sometime over the 

weekend of 27-28th June and the schedules will be produced by the venue in due 

course, with winners getting free music workshops with Alison Kenward and John 

Mears from Freestyle dressage. It is not too late to qualify as other venues are also 



  

holding qualifiers- please see East Anglian Rider Magazine for details.
